	IV. Updates on Action Items assigned at prior meetings
· MCOC 101
The Steering Committee and the MCOC large group have approved the use of the Maine COC 101 as a tool to be used in orientation of new COC members and publicizing the work of the Continuum of Care to the general public. Joe will upload an electronic copy of
 MCOC 101 to the website Maine Homeless Planning.org. 
Melody Fitch was planning on presenting this information to the Augusta homeless providers group. We are waiting for a report back from Melody about this presentation.
Hannah will check with the Knox County Homeless Coalition to see if they would be interesting in hearing a presentation about the MCOC.
We will be looking for a volunteer to go to Farmington with Cindy Namer to present information about the MCOC to the Western Maine Homeless Outreach. This group has recently become a new member of the MCOC. Mike said he would go if needed.

· Trainings for Region II Homeless Council
Mike presented a brainstorming list generated at the most recent Region II meeting about possible topics for training at the Region II meetings.
Pinny Beebe-Center has spoken to Chris Hastedt from Maine Equal Justice Partners about giving a presentation either in September or October at the Region II Homeless Council. The topic would be about current regulations related to accessing  housing and mainstream resources. Pinny will get back to us about the date for this training.
Mike volunteered to ask an agency to give a 5-10 minute presentation about their services at the next meeting.
The Resource Committee decided that one of the quarterly trainings would be an overview of various housing subsidies available for homeless or low income citizens in Maine. This training may require some time and effort preparing and organizing. We will need some volunteers to form an ad hoc committee in organizing this presentation. We would like to have some suggestions of people that might be helpful in this process at the next meeting.

· Training for Region III Homeless Council
Joe stated that Medicaid Part D will be the training for the September meeting of the Region III Homeless Council. Maureen Dea from PTLA will present  this material. Joe will post this information on the Maine Housing website.

· Employment training for the Maine COC September Meeting
Joe has been working on the details of this presentation.   Gwen Lapointe and Jean Black of the Tri-County WIA (Penobscot, Piscataquis and Hancock County Workforce Investment Act?) will present information on their programming. They are still working on another person to present information on employment for people with disabilities. Donna Kelley of KBH will present information on the clubhouse model. 
We brainstormed the following questions for the panel to answer and it was left up to Joe and the panel to tailor the questions as needed.
· What programming do you offer?
· How many of the people you work with have a disability?
· What is your success rate for people with disabilities?
· Do you coordinate your services with any supportive housing providers?
· Are you aware of any research about effective employment models for people with disabilities/homeless issues? 
Mike and Hannah both said they would check to see if they had any other DOL contacts that might also be willing to sit on the panel.
