Letter grade monitoring report:

Chet had questions about using letter grade for both monitoring and scoring. Donna reported scoring has not been discussed yet.  There was discussion around whether it is reasonable to hold projects accountable to standards that were after the fact.

National Housing Trust Fund

Vickey announced that Greg Payne is looking for all organizations and continuums serving populations that are homeless to join in this sign on letter to Senator Collins in support of the National Housing Trust Fund. The Appropriations Committee of the U.S. House of Representatives recently voted to eliminate all funding for the National Housing Trust Fund, which in the spring of 2016 is supposed to start sending $3 million/year to Maine for the development of new, affordable housing for extremely low income people.  Request is to please help us make sure that Senator Collins understands how important it is to protect the National Housing Trust Fund when her subcommittee does their budget work later this month.
