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Key Points

· 46% reduction in veteran homelessness in Maine from 2014 to 2015.

· 90% of homeless veterans are found in Cumberland, Penobscot and Kennebec Counties of which Cumberland County represented 60% of this number.

· 57% decrease in chronically homeless veterans.

· 48% decrease in veterans with disabilities.







Veteran numbers continued to drop in 2015 (46%).  There were 201 homeless veterans accessing shelters in Maine.  Both male and female veterans were down significantly.  



The vast majority of homeless veterans are located in Cumberland, Penobscot and Kennebec counties.  





When broken down to unduplicated clients, Cumberland County is identified as having the majority of veterans amongst the top three counties (54%).  This also represents a 27% decrease in homeless veterans in Cumberland County.









After a jump in Chronically Homeless veterans from 2012 to 2013, there is still a steady decrease in the number of chronically homeless veterans in Maine from 2014 and 2015.  This progress is a direct correlation of veteran initiative programs such as Veterans Affairs Supportive Housing (VASH) and Supportive Services for Veterans Families (SSVF) which provide services to veterans, but also to the most chronic and vulnerable homeless veterans as a whole.





There was a 48% decrease in the number of disabled homeless veterans in Maine from 2014 to 2015.  Again, this is likely a direct result of targeting services to both veterans and the most chronic and vulnerable homeless people in general.
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
