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The Maine Homeless Veterans Action Committee (MHVAC) is a Joint Standing Committee of the MCOC and PCOC. It was formed in collaboration with several Maine agencies and organizations. This committee is an action oriented group that collects, organizes, and shares information regarding all homeless Veterans in Maine. We work to ensure that Veterans are immediately identified, have access to shelter, are assisted in developing an active housing plan, and permanently housed as quickly as possible.
This committee shall be responsible for the following:
A. Actively engaged in the Maine’s Coordinated Entry System with the COC.
B. Update COCs on BNL progress (as agreed upon by all parties)
C. Prioritizing and matching Veterans to housing and services
D. Manage and update Veterans By-Name-List (BNL)
E. Actively participate in local COC meetings
F. Ensure privacy, release of information, and consent protocols are in place to project Veteran information as contained on the BNL (per individual agency and organization requirements)
G. Stay abreast of current initiatives pertaining to ending and preventing homelessness for Veterans
