Phase 1 has been completed.  Donna made a motion for Steering to support phase 2 technical assistance.  Motion was seconded by Melody.  Steering will bring to full CoC for a vote at the next meeting.  

NOFA Appeal:

CoC voted to allow Steering to appeal.  Scott reached out to field office regarding debriefing scoring of MCOC and PCOC.  Discussion with field office regarding legitimate reasons to appeal. The timeline to appeal was 45 days from awards.  However, scores did not come out until after the 45-day deadline had passed based on when awards came out. The scores and debriefing are what raised the issues for the CoC.  Steering viewed this as a continuum level issue and will appeal HUD’s decision.  Motion made for Scott to draft a written appeal to forward to Steering to review and send to HUD.
