Guide for Filing a Local Appeal
Step 1: Local Project Application Appeal Process to the COC BOD


Eligible Project Applicants that are denied funds by the MCOC, or that requested more funds than the MCOC awarded to them, may appeal the award by filing a written appeal. An applicant may appeal the score that it receives.  The appeal must be based on a factual error that was made and that, if corrected, would result in a higher ranking.  The appeal must be filed in writing within three (3) business days of post MCOC Project Scoring and Ranking Summary  to www.mainehomelessplanning.org. The appeal shall be filed with the COC Support Staff at amy@grommespulaski.com  
The appeal shall identify the specific factual error or errors that are alleged and be accompanied by documentation that supports the allegation.  The COC Support Staff will collect all of the appeals and notify the COC Board of Directors President and Vice President. The President and Vice President will create an up to three person Ad Hoc Committee comprised of nonfunded COC Board members to review the appeal. This Ad Hoc Committee will have up to three (3) business days to meet and review the appeal  and determine that, if granted, the appeal would result in a change to the appellant’s application score sufficient to result in a higher ranking on the MCOC Project Scoring and Ranking Summary.  Once the meeting concludes, the Committee will inform the applicant and the COC Support Staff of their decision. 

If an appeal is granted, the Ad Hoc Committee’s decision shall state the additional points awarded to the applicant. The COC Support Staff will then have three (3) business days to make the appropriate adjustments to the MCOC Project Scoring and Ranking Summary and repost on www.mainehomelessplanning.org.  
This MCOC Project Scoring and Ranking Summary will then be considered by the entire Maine Continuum of Care membership at their next meeting. 

All appeals shall be considered together. Once the Ad Hoc Committee reviews and makes a decision the appeals,  no additional appeals will be considered.
