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Selection Committee  (from MCOC Governance)
The Selection Committee consists of agencies and/or individuals not competing for project funding during the current round of the MCOC application process. The committee is responsible for the selection, scoring, and ranking of projects to be included in the annual MCOC Collaborative Application according to the Selection Process outlined below in Article 9.
The Selection Committee exists to:
· Read, review, and score all COC applications
· Rank applications based on score and make recommendations based on rank
· Provide recommendations for continuous improvement

Selection Process (from MCOC Governance)
· MCOC shall provide information and materials to all committee members to familiarize them with the purpose and responsibilities of the committee. 
· Applications, Scoring Templates, and all other relevant materials will be given to the Selection Committee members for review prior to scoring. 
· All projects shall be scored using the appropriate approved Scoring Template.
· Ranking of applications will be based on scoring results and adjusted as appropriate to address MCOC and HUD priorities and to maximize potential funding.
· The Selection Committee shall draw up a slate of project applications in ranked order of prioritization to be recommended to MCOC for inclusion in the Application.
