Scott's quick summary....

Measure 1 a & b: Not so good. 
a) Length of Time Homeless (LOTH) in ES&SH down an average of one night 
b) but all other LOTH numbers are up (moving in the wrong direction).

Measure 2: Good. 
Returns to Homelessness are generally down in all categories, except Safe Haven
 - only 1 person exited SH, but they returned, so that made it 100%. 

Measure 3.1: Not good. 
PIT counts up in all categories except Unsheltered. 

Measure 3.2: Mixed. 
Annual Counts up for Total and Shelters, down for Safe Haven and TH.

Measures 4.1, 4.2, 4.3: Not good. 
Percent of Stayers with increased income are all down. 

Measure 4.4: Neutral. 
Change in earned income for Leavers - no change.

Measure 4.5 & 4.6: Good. 
% of Non-employment income and overall income for Leavers is up.

Measures 5.1 &5.2: Good. 
Fewer first time homeless.

Measure 6: (N/A HUD is still not looking at this one)

Measure 7a: Not good. 
% of successful exits to PH from Street Outreach is down.

Measure 7b1 & b2: Good. 
% of successful exits to PH from other project types, 
or retention in PH is slightly up (1% and 3% respectively). 
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
