2025 PIT and HIC summary 

For PIT Reporting, HUD breaks out the numbers according to three types of households: 1)Households with at least one Adult and at least one child (more commonly known as “Families”)
2)Households with Only Adults – typically a single adult individual, but occasionally an adult couple with no children
3)Households with Only Children – and for HUD this means only children under 18 years old with no Adults. We have a number of projects that work with ‘Youth’ – ages 18 to 24, which may include Parenting Youth – but those households would be subsets of the other categories.

In 2025, we had 125 ‘families’ made up of 397 people in Emergency Shelter, 116 families of 393 people in Transitional Housing, and only 1 family of 3 reported as unsheltered on the night of the point-in-time. We also had 1 unsheltered family of 3 in 2024 (not the same family), but the Shelter and Transitional numbers were both lower in 2025 than the year before. For Shelters, we had 74 fewer families (222 fewer people), and for TH we had 27 fewer families (139 fewer people). Overall, that is a 29% decrease in the number of families, and a 31% decrease in the total number of people in families.

For Adult only households, our Emergency Shelter number was up slightly in 2025, with 1,101 individuals in Emergency Shelter compared to 1,038 in 2024 – an increase of 63 people. For Transitional Housing, the 2025 total was 192 individuals, down by 1 from 2024, and our unsheltered count for individuals in 2025 was 278 – up by just 8 individuals compared to the 2024 count.

For Households with only Children (under 18 years only) we had 18 children in Emergency Shelters, up by 4 from 2024, and 16 Children in Transitional Housing, up by 9 from 2024. No unaccompanied children under 18 were identified as unsheltered in either 2024 or 2025.

Our Chronically Homeless number in Emergency Shelters went up – from 411 in 2024 to 454 in 2025 – an increase of 43 people. Our Unsheltered Chronically Homeless number appears to have dropped dramatically from 70 in 2024 to just 5 in 2025. We are looking into if that might have been an issue with how the data was recorded or tabulated in the system. 

The overall number of unaccompanied children under 18 years old was up by 7 – from 21 in 2024 to 28 in 2025, but the number in shelter was down by 2, so the increase was for those in Transitional Housing. For unaccompanied youth ages 18 to 24, the overall number was also down, by 23 Youth, from 160 in 2024 to 137 in 2025. Both Shelter and Transitional were down, but unsheltered was up by 4. 

The total number of Parenting Youth Households, with parents aged 18 to 24, was down from 15 in 2024 to 10 in 2025, but the number of parenting youth households with the parent being under 18 years old went from 0 in 2024 to 2 in 2025.

In 2025 we had no homeless Veteran families reported. In 2024, we had 1 family of 3 in shelter. 
For Adult only Veteran households, the overall number went from 115 in 2024 to 128 in 2025, with slight increases in both Shelter and transitional, but a decrease of 4 in the unsheltered count.
